3. Email from Shani, activities co-ordinator at Daneside Mews, a care home, asking for entertainment. Alan replied to say choir is too large for their requirements.

6. Email from Brenda Harper.  The NAC concert in Wrexham made a profit of £1,357.40.  This will be shared among the participating choirs, the NAC and a donation to the Nightingale House Children’s Hospice. Kelsborrow will receive £158.80.
Treasurer:
The treasurer reported that there were balances totalling £8,472.86, a very slight increase on the last report. There were the normal routine transactions as shown in the attached report.
Future Concert Dates:
1. Irene reported on arrangements for the visit of the PSPU choir from Prague next month. The itinerary is completed and arrangements for the concerts in Mold and Tarvin are also complete.  A coach is being provided to take choir members to Mold.   The church at Mold is cool and Dave will decide later which uniform is to be worn depending on the weather.  Irene is providing a welcome pack for the Czeck choir members and also small gifts for them to take home. Members are concerned that only 60 tickets have been sold for the Tarvin concert and choir is being strongly urged to sell more and put up posters wherever possible.  Jim has arranged local publicity and showed a proof of the programme which will be refined and checked before printing.

3. Saltney Methodist Church. Concert date now confirmed is 4th October.

4. Christmas concert. Date confirmed on 7th December. Whitchurch Band has a new MD and things are not going well. Agreed to cancel their booking.  Chester Band may be available. Peter will check.
