MINUTES

1. Apologies:   Margrett Barnes, Carol Carr, Alan Burgess.
2. Minutes and Matters arising:
i. The monies raised by the concerts at Christleton and Tarporley were recorded as £909.00 and ££820.00 respectively.  
ii. John reported that Angie is going to design a new logo for the Choir, which will then be incorporated into the banner design. 
iii. The minutes of the meeting held on 30th October 2025 were accepted and signed.
3.  Correspondence: Jim reported that the letter sent to Miggs concerning her life membership had been returned as not living at that address. The meeting agreed to track down her current address and resend the letter. Post meeting note - done.
4. Treasurer’s Report:  Heather presented the accounts.
i. Elaine asked whether the entry for the defibrillator battery was for the village hall? Christine confirmed, yes. We have paid the money but the supplier is currently out of stock. 
ii. Elaine further queried what the £300.00 subs entry was from? Heather advised that this was from the new members. 
iii. Heather noted that she had recorded the sale of 51 concert tickets to date. 
iv. The accounts were approved.
5.  Social Group Report: 
i. The meeting discussed the plans for the anniversary concert and dinner.
ii. The meeting agreed that the concert tickets would be £20.00, the hire cost of the church would be £100.00, and we have agreed to pay the organist, Jonathan Scott, £1,000.00. 
iii. We will be serving wine during the concert interval, although glasses could be problem. We will require approximately 300 so we’re probably best hiring them. 
iv. We will be inviting our life members to the concert and dinner, probably at no charge. These were identified as, Tony Murphy, Victor Parfrement, Alan Wilkinson, and Migs Pierce. 
v. The dinner will be black tie with a glass of fizz on arrival.
vi. Nick Knowles is a suggestion for the after dinner speaker. We are waiting to see if Debbie from the Joshua Tree has an “in” or maybe we will have to make an approach through his web-site. It will probably cost us more if we go via that route. 
vii. A suggestion for a commemorative gift for the men was a new tie and a tie pin with an appropriate design. 20 new ties are currently on order. For the ladies it is suggested a brooch or scarf ring again with a suitable logo.
viii. Finally it was agreed that the choir will subsidise the dinner but by how much will have to be agreed.
6. 2025 Concerts:

i. Christmas concert in Tarvin CC. It was noted that only 9 choir members have bought tickets. John asked if it were possible for members to paste the poster onto their respective FB pages? Elaine noted that, at present, only Val was available to run the raffle and was there anyone else available to help?
