1. Apologies:   Margaret Corlett, Irene Wilkinson

3. Matters arising: 
a. Heather confirmed that she had designed the posters for the Weaverham concert but had yet to print them.
b. Margaret had advised Sue of the music required for the new term.
4.  Correspondence: Jim advised that no correspondence of note had been received since the last meeting. Elaine advised the meeting that she had received an acknowledgment from Tarporley, thanking us for our contribution.

5. Treasurer’s Report: Heather presented the accounts. Not much has happened financially since the last meeting. The agreed donation of £1,150.00 has been sent to Tarporley church. Tim and Helen have settled their subs on leaving the Choir. Heather further advised that she hasn’t had a request from the village for monies to replace their defibrillator battery.
