MINUTES

1. Apologies:   Margrett Barnes, Gilly Godwin.
2. Minutes and Matters arising:
i. A correction to Item 8, 2025 Concerts, iv) the word “carol”, should read “pieces”.
ii. Christine confirmed that we still awaited delivery of the defibrillator battery.
iii. Jim informed the meeting that he had received a ‘phone call from Miggs, thanking us for the invitation to the dinner. She wasn’t sure if she could make it without help, but Jim assured her that someone from the Choir would assist. It was also noted at the meeting that an invitation could be extended to her daughter to accompany Miggs.
iv. It was noted that no expense claims had yet been received from either Lynne or John.
v. The minutes of the meeting held on 22nd January were accepted and signed.
	
3. Correspondence: John advised the meeting that he had been informed that our concert at St Peter’s Aston had resulted in a donation of £50 to the Joshua Tree charity. Jim agreed to acknowledge.
4. Treasurer’s Report:  Heather presented the accounts.
i. Elaine queried what cheques were being raised? Heather explained that she pays a cheque to the petty cash account out of which she pays Lynne and John.
ii. Following a discussion, it was agreed that payments will be made in the month following their incurrence.
iii. The accounts were approved.
5. Co-opted Members:
i. Lynne was formally co-opted onto the Committee, proposed by Christine and seconded by Heather.
ii. In her absence, Gilly was co-opted onto the Committee, proposed by Jim and seconded by Alistair.
6. Deputy Posts on the Committee. The meeting noted that following the resignation of Alan from the Committee, we no longer have a vice Chair. This added to a list of vacancies of anyone deputising for Treasurer and Secretary.
i. Alistair put himself forward as deputy Treasurer. As such he will need to be added as a signatory to the bank account.
ii. Carol put herself forward as Vice Chair, and deputy Secretary.
iii. Elaine noted that we do not have a Social Secretary on the Committee, is anyone interested in stepping forward. It was recognised that the post works best when it is a group responsibility. John agreed to try to establish a working group.
7.  Matters arising from the AGM.
i. [bookmark: _GoBack]Safeguarding. The meeting discussed the issue of safeguarding, noting that the Choir does not have a safeguarding officer, or safeguarding policy. Heather put forward a policy document from the NAC as an example and advised that she had responsibility for that role from within her church. Other names were put forward as having similar experience or responsibility but it was agreed that we need a single point within the Choir to carry that role. Heather agreed to check whether her certification was transferable, or if we need to identify a choir specific training course. It was noted by Christine that this was a different skill set to being DBS checked. Elaine asked in everyone could take away the NAC document and come back with ideas.
8. Anniversary Dinner. Elaine said that there was nothing new to report. A possible after dinner speaker had been identified from a U3A event recently attended where a retired chauffeur had spoken very entertainingly about his experiences. Ron Hutchinson. Elaine has emailed him but has yet to receive a reply. The dinner is booked but numbers have yet to firmed up on. It was agreed that we would invite Howard in addition to our Life Members – Ian Johnson, Alan Wilkinson, and Miggs Pierce.
9. Publicity Group Report.  Carol noted that there wasn’t much to report.
i. A ticketing platform was being pursued to support ticket sales for the 70th anniversary concert. John noted that we need to be getting ticket sales and advertising in place now.
ii. It was felt that we need a formal, choir photograph staged somewhere. A budget of ~£100.00 was suggested for this. The Choir to be in uniform. 
10. Any Other Business.
i. The tie pins for the men and a scarf rings for the ladies were agreed to be the anniversary gifts for the Choir. Members were asked to consider what we would give as gifts for our guests.
